Update 8/5/08: New York Dental Office moved to a new location on Aug 1, 2008. Here’s a map to the new location. (Thanks to Paul Wiese for the info and for the map that includes both the new and old location.)
DIRECTIONS:  Exit Yongsan South Post through Gate 19.  Walk straight about 3 blocks until you reach the main road at the intersection.  Turn left and go down the stairs into the subway station (Sinyongsan or also spelled Shinyongsan Station).  At the bottom of the steps, go straight across to the other side.  Straight in front of you (before going up the stairs to the other side of the main road) is a  glass door into the 2d basement of the Biztel Office Building.  After going through the door go down a ramp, and then around the stalls to the elevators directly across from the glass doors.  Take the elevator to the 4th floor.  On the 4th floor, go down the hallway to the left, and the New York Dental Office is on your right (front side of the building).

EXPERIENCE:  Dr. Che speaks excellent English, having done a post-Dental Degree two-year specialty study at New York University (in implant dentistry).  His staff of office help – dental hygienists and technicians – speaks enough English to be able to give instructions.  The office is very clean and modern.  Sterilization and sanitary procedures appear to be excellent.  Each dental treatment room has a computer built into the dental chair, and Dr. Che uses a small digital dental camera to take pictures inside your mouth, which are immediately displayed on the computer screen in front of you.  The waiting room has two computer stations which can be used by patients who are waiting to be seen, i.e., used for checking e-mail, web-surfing, etc.  Dr. Che is on the referral list of Dental Clinic #2, Yongsan, which means his office has been informally inspected by the office of the USFK Dental Surgeon.  Active duty dependents are referred to the dentists on that referral list.
On my first visit, I filled out a patient information and registration form (the form is in English) and was immediately given an exam by Dr. Che.  I have had a root canal and crowns done.  The prices are very reasonable, well below what you’d pay in the U.S.  Fast, efficient, friendly, professional service.  I will return to Dr. Che for any dental work I need.  I am very satisfied with his work.
